Meet our fellow quilfer's. .. a new column featuring different members each month.

T would have to say my inspiration to quilt comes from my grandmothers. They
both quilted and I grew up with quilts on my bed. I was never able to quilt with
them though as they lived out of state. I remember also being inspired by the beau-
tiful quilts during the 1976 Bicentennial. And that is when my mind became set on
being a quilter. I started quilting professionally so that I could work and still be at
home with my kids. And the bonus is, I am doing something I love!

Recently I have been hooked on applique for my personal quilts. Applique is
something I avoided for many years but I've found a machine applique process I
like. I use mostly commercial fabrics but will occasionally dye some fabrics. I have a
Prodigy longarm machine. It has a stitch regulator but is not computer controlled.
All of the movement is guided by hand. I enjoy doing custom work. My goal is to
listen to the quilt and do what will show the quilt off to its best.

A little over 2 years ago I took a position with The Quilters Hall of Fame. It has been a learning ex-
perience for me as I research and study the honorees. And the most fun is when I actually get o meet
some of the honorees! T am looking forward to Ruth McDowell's induction next summer as she is one of my
favorite quilters.

Another aspect of quilting that I enjoy is teaching. I'm hoping to become the inspiration to others that
helps them to move forward with their own quilting.

I come from a family of talented seamstresses and artists.
Frequently, my mother handmade my clothes, and later in life she
painted. My Grandmother, made draperies, crochet and quilted. In my
younger years sewing was not my “thing”. In4-H I would enter, beef,
photography, foods, but only participated one year of clothing and de-

ll cided it wasn't for me. My early adulthood was kept busy with caring for
my husband and three children. It wasn't until my children had all left
for college and my husband's job took us away from our hometown.
After we moved to a new community a new found friend invited me to a
quilt guild meeting in Galesburg, Illinois. It was there that I met the
quilting bug. Those wonderful people and the artistic challenge of creat-
ing beautiful tops, filled a need deep inside of me. As my husband pursued his career, we found ourselves
in Nashville, TN and eventually in Anderson, Indiana. By then I knew the recipe for connecting with people
and making new friends. They could be found in the local Quilt Guild. Quilters are the friendliest group of
people that you could hope to meet. Up to this point my quilting experience had been limited to the art of
piecing. I did have a growing fascination with the art of quilting. After researching all the different
longarm machines which took almost 2 years, I purchased a Gammill Statler, in May of 2006.

I see a wide variety of pieced quilts, some are expertly done, and some have great color coordination,
and occasionally the exceptional skill of the piecer is obvious and impressive. Most of us are less than
professional quality piecers, and are learning every day. Some of my greatest satisfactions are seeing the
excitement and pleasure of my friends and customers when they see the magic the quilting adds to their
quilt.

I have continuously enjoyed, and I am inspired by the quilts that you entrust to me. The stories behind
each quilt ---particularly about who the quilt was made for, and why. This information helps me to under-
stand and create the unique and personal finish for their masterpiece.

My Advice would be to continue to learn and improve, there are many of our friends and fellow quilters
who have tips and techniques that they are so willing fo share with us, just for the asking! Also I do feel
that we all have our niche, some love to select colors for quilts, some love handwork, some love to piece and
some love to do embroidery, and some love to quilt. I feel life is oo short not to do what you love to do,
